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Research Question: What happens when the findings of a prominent medical study are
overturned? We study the Term Breech Trial (TBT) to examine how OBGYNs respond to new
information that C-sections do not provide better outcomes for breech births.

Methods: Diff-in-diff (tables) & 
event study (figures)

Results: We find that the reversal of the Term Breech Trial (TBT), led to a
15% decline in C-sections for breech births. We find our largest estimated
effects amongst traditionally disadvantaged groups. Moreover, we find that
relatively young physicians are most responsive to new information.
